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Kaiser Riverside Tower, A. O. Reed and Pan Pacific - job is winding down, should start releasing manpower soon.

29 Palms Barracks, SSW and Xcel Mechanical. SSW is wrapping up. Xcel Mech is holding with current manpower on site till end of year. They plied our apprentices on-site with huge praise, they are “killing it!”

View Behavioral Health, ACCO - job is manned up, holding 6 plumbers.

Morongo Health Clinic, ACCO – is finished with the underground phase and will be back on site in a few weeks and will hire 1 or 2 more plumbers as schedule demands.

College of The Desert, ACCO - they will be hiring 2 more welders and 2 more fitters. 

Sunny Sands Elementary and Landau Elementary, ACCO - ramping back up, should be hiring more plumbers.

Palm Springs Library, ACCO - awarded the Fitting. Southwest Plumbing awarded the Plumbing. They signed a single project agreement with Southwest. No schedule yet to estimate manpower. First pre-job scheduled for 10/23/25.

Oasis Park UCR, ACCO - expects to call out manpower by the end of November. 

Loma Linda Children’s Hospital, Pan Pacific - is manned up, holding 10 plumbers and 8 fitters.

Pacific Village Campus Project Highland, ACCO - slowdown due to footing issues. Currently back on site. Project should gain some momentum and hire more plumbers and fitters as footings cure and walls go up. 

Eisenhower Medical Center, Western Allied - are still   waiting on General Contractor to release work and then will need at least 4 fitters.

Fort Irwin, Control Air - has 2 local Journeymen and 2 local Apprentices. Much more work to come including some added chiller work. Waiting for permits to begin underground piping for new co-generation plant for Weed Army Hospital.

Adelanto Converter Station, Control Air - has Plumbing and Mechanical. No schedule yet to estimate manpower. First pre-job scheduled for 10/23/25.

Eastvale Civic Center, Control Air - awarded Plumbing and Fitting. Large job, three buildings. This was a job that Local 364 sent out to our contractors to investigate and Control Air won the bid. Work will start early 2026.  

Beaumont Library, SSW - small crew job with 2 Journeymen and 1 Apprentice. They should be calling out within the next two to three weeks. 

*ACCO continues to pick up work all over our jurisdiction.

*SSW is still biding a lot of work in the low desert.

The first quarter of 2026 will be busy with several elections. We will be nominating and electing new Officers for Local 364, Delegates for the 104th CA State Pipe Trades Convention, and Delegates to the 41st UA General Convention.  The timeline breakdown for each is as follows.

CALIFORNIA STATE PIPE TRADES CONVENTION
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Nominations for the 104th CA State Pipe Trades Convention will be held at the Hall on Thursday, January 15, 2026, 5:00 PM – 5:30 PM. Journeyman must be in good standing for two years to run. Journeymen, 4th & 5th year Apprentices in good standing for one year may vote. A candidate must be present to accept the nomination or have a signed letter of acceptance presented at the time of nomination by the nominator. A Candidate meeting will be held immediately following nominations.
Parking lot election to be held Saturday, February 21, 2026, from 11 AM to 2 PM at Local 364.
The convention will be held in San Francisco, CA on May 13-15, 2026. 
*In the event of a tie, a coin toss will determine the tie breaker.
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Nominations for the 41st UA General Convention will be held at the hall on Thursday February 19, 2026, from 5:00 PM to 5:30 PM.
Journeymen, 4th & 5th year Apprentices in good standing for one year may vote. Journeyman must be in good standing for two years to run.
Parking lot election to be held Saturday, March 28, 2026, from 11 AM to 2 PM at Local 364.
The convention will be held in San Diego, CA on August 17-21, 2026. 
*In the event of a tie, a coin toss will determine the tie breaker.

ELECTION OF OFFICERS FOR UA LOCAL 364

Local 364 is scheduled to have an Election of Officers in June 2026. Per the General Executive Board’s decision to exercise its authority under section 122(e) of the United Association Constitution requiring locals to advance their elections. Local 364 will be advancing our Election of Officers.

The Election Committee consists of: Chair Richard Edwards, Bill Garner, Marcel Fortin and Michael Teal. The committee will be using Local Union Reports to determine nomination eligibility and overseeing the election process.
Offices to be filled: President, Vice-President, Business Manager, Financial Secretary- Treasurer, Recording Secretary, Inside Guard, Executive Board (Elect-4), Examining Board (Elect-3), Finance Committee (Elect-3), Delegate to District Council 16 (Elect-2).

1. U.A Local 364’s Election Committee will conduct an in-person nominations meeting, at Local 364’s meeting hall, 223 South Rancho Ave, Colton, CA. Thursday January 15, 2026, commencing at 5:00 PM.
2. Nominations in writing may be delivered by email or by mail prior to the meeting of January 15, 2026. Nominations by email should be addressed to the Election Committee of Local 364 using the following address: Crystal@ualocal364.org. Nominations by mail should be addressed to the Election Committee at our regular street address, 223 South Rancho Ave, Colton, CA 92324. All nominations must be received no later than 5:00 PM on Thursday, January 15, 2026. Self-nominations are permitted and no “second” is required for self-nomination.
3. The Election Committee Chair shall contact members who are nominated by other members, and are not present at the time of nomination (unless there is a letter of acceptance at time of nomination), regarding their decision to accept or not accept the nomination. This shall be done as expediently as possible.
4. No member shall nominate more than one person for a specific office.
5. If the nominated member is present, they shall accept or decline the nomination.
6. Individuals nominating another member for office must be a 4th, 5th year Apprentice or Journeyman member in good standing.
7. All nominated candidates must be a Journeyman member in good standing for two years. Eligibility of the nominated candidates is confirmed at the nominations meeting by the Election Committee on the spot. Local 364 will mail a list of all eligible candidates for all union offices to all eligible voters. A member may only be nominated for one office (Delegate to DC-16 is not considered an office of the Local and any otherwise eligible candidates may run in addition to a Local Office).

Eligible voters are Journeyman level members, as well as 4th or 5th year Apprentices, in good standing for one year, prior to vote count. Eligibility list for qualified candidates and for eligible voters will be available for inspection at the time of nominations.

Per Local 364 bylaws, voting shall be by mail ballot. There will NOT be in-person voting.

Ballots will be mailed on Monday February 2, 2026 (30 days prior to counting).

Ballots will be sent to a Post Office Box and picked up by 11:00 AM and tabulated on March 6, 2026.

*In the event of a tie, a coin toss will be used to determine a winner on March 6, 2026.

Newly elected officers will take office in July 2026.
